Project/Representation due:  October 31 (Test Grade)
Objectives:  
· To research a character from Roman mythology.

· To write and type an original research report in your own words describing this character (minimum 1000 words)
· To write a bibliography in MLA format (minimum of 3 reputable sources).
· To create a representation of a particular myth which includes this character.
· To present the myth to the class in a 2-3 minute oral presentation.

Research Report  must include:  

· Roman & Greek name of god, goddess, or character.
· Parents/Birth story

· Area of dominion (e.g. marriage & fertility,  music,  poetry,  medicine) 
· Symbols (e.g. thunderbolt & eagle)
· Personality traits (e.g. leader, ambitious, decisive)
· Specific myth (story) including the character.

· A minimum of 3 sources in bibliography. (N.B. You will find variations in the myths.)  
Choose one of the following for the representation of your character:
1.   Art
Illustrate your myth through a painting, drawing, sculpture, 3-D model, mosaic, or other art form. 
-Art work must meet TSJCL criteria: www.magistrahayes.com JCL-TSJCL Classical Civilization Rules
-Include an explanation of your art work on a separate piece of paper and staple it to the bibliography.  
-List a minimum of 3 sources in your bibliography!
2.  Song

Write and perform a song for this myth. 

-Give your song a title.
-Turn in a copy of the lyrics that you have written for the myth.
-Perform the song live on the day of the presentation. Or play a recorded version of your song on the day of the presentation.
-List a minimum of 3 sources in your bibliography!
3.  Journal

Write a diary entry from the perspective of one of the main characters from your myth, retelling the myth in your own words.
-Create a cover for your diary that compliments the character who owns the diary.
-You will read your entry on the day of the presentation.
-List a minimum of 3 sources in your bibliography!
4.  Costume

Create a costume which depicts a character from your myth.  Wear your costume on the day of your presentation.

-Your picture will be taken the day of your presentation.

- Write a description of your costume and why you chose the materials/accesories that are part of the costume.
-List a minimum of 3 sources in your bibliography!
5.  Video
Create a video which retells your myth.
-Your video must be 2-10 minutes long.

-Your video will be shown on the day of your presentation.

-List a minimum of 3 sources in your bibliography!
