Test Retakes: 

A student who fails a major test may retake a similar test under these circumstances:
· The student requests a make-up test and schedules an appointment for the re-take.  This does not apply to the semester final exam (see Student Handbook p. 7).

· The student arranges transportation to and from Legacy during my tutorial hours. 
· The highest grade a student may receive on any retake is 70%.

· All retakes must be completed prior to the end of each six week grading period.
Late Work: (see Student Handbook pg.32 )
Late work may be accepted only one class day late with a deduction of 30 points.

Absences/Make Up Work: (see Student Handbook page 32)

It is the student’s responsibility to ask for, obtain, and complete assignments missed for any absence.  If a student’s absence is unexcused, the highest grade on any assignment will be 70.  Missing 20 minutes or more of any class results in an absence. Five absences in a course may result in the loss of credit for the course.
