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The main objectives of the Cambridge Latin Course are:  to have students read and comprehend passages written in Latin, to make connections between Latin and English, and to gain an understanding of Roman Culture.

Here are tips for studying and succeeding on each Stage Test.

1. Memorize the Vocabulary!

At the end of each stage there is a “must know” list of vocabulary words.  Ask a friend or parent to call out the English and you give the Latin or go to www.cambridgescp.com and use the Vocabulary games to help quiz you on your vocabulary.

2. Re-read all the line drawings for the Stage.

Seeing the pictures with the Latin vocabulary will help put everything into context.

3. Re-read the Latin stories out loud.

Yes, read these stories out loud to yourself, your dog, a friend or a parent.  Consistently hearing proper Latin word patterns in context will strengthen your knowledge of the Latin language.

4. Review the Word Study section of the Stage.

This will help you make connections between Latin and English.

5. Re-read the culture section for the Stage or use your Culture Worksheet as a review.
