Course Objectives and Goals

By the end of Latin 2, students will: 

· Comprehend short phrases,quotations and expressions in spoken Latin 

· Read Latin passages aloud with proper classical pronunciation
· Translate more complex Latin passages into English
· Write simple sentences in Latin

· Demonstrate an increased ability to apply advanced grammar concepts
· Improve grammar knowledge both in English and in Latin

· Improve vocabulary both in English and in Latin

· Draw comparisons between languages & peoples

· Make connections between modern and classical civilizations
· Recognize minor gods & goddesses from Roman mythology

· Recognize the contributions of the Romans on western civilization

· Have an opportunity to participate in modern classical communities through JCL, Latin Club, National Latin Exam, and various other classical contests and events
Classroom Expectations

Test Retakes (See student handbook)
