Objective:   To create a piece of art as the ancient Romans and Greeks, making a mosaic.

I.  Research ancient Roman mosaics.  Look at the mosaics in our textbook, on the internet, in books.

II. Decide on a medium for your mosaic.  Options include:  tiny tiles (tesserae), bits of paper, paint, beads, sequins, colored glass, aquarium gravel, recycled gum wrappers, and many others. No kits may be used.
III. Create your mosaic.  Start in the center and work outward. 
· No smaller than 5 x 7.  No larger than 20” x 20” (ceiling tile)

· Use individual, separately colored pieces of the same size and thickness

· Mosaic may be black and white or multi-colored

· No painted or pencil lines showing
· Mounted on a firm backboard (cardboard from a picture frame, a larger ceramic tile, a ceiling tile, a piece of cardboard from an old box-recycle!) 
· Completely cover the background -i.e. if the background is white then use white tiles (or whatever medium you use) where empty space is needed.
· Mosaic may NOT exactly reproduce a published work of art

IV.     Attach the grading rubric and include:

· A written explanation of your mosaic’s classical theme which calls the viewer’s attention to anything you feel is noteworthy.
