Pre AP Distinction- Latin 2
Pre AP students will follow the same curriculum as Latin 2 students.  However, PreAP students will: 

· be assessed at a greater depth of knowledge (e.g. spelling Latin correctly from memory on vocabulary quizzes, demonstrate a deeper understanding of complex grammar structures on tests, and render very accurate translations in class and on tests and quizzes) 

*Tests and quizzes will constitute 70% of the grade in the course.

· be assigned a project each six weeks to research and create.  
· create a portfolio each six weeks

*The projects & portfolios will constitute 10% of the grade in the course.
First 6 Weeks:

PORTFOLIO:  Stages 13 & 14
1. Include your best translation from this stage with a brief analysis of why you think this was the best work you completed during this stage. (10 points)

2. Include your worst translation from this stage with a brief analysis of why you think this was the poorest work you completed during this stage. (10 points)

3.  Writing Assignment (must be typed) - Using the information from your culture reading and independent research from reputable internet sources, create a journal (min. 2 pgs).  (80 points)


Choose one of the following:

· Adopt a persona of a patriotic Roman sent to Britain, inclined to be disgruntled but impressed by the amenities of life found here.  Compose a journal of your stay in Britain, illustrating the many aspects of life in Britain that reflect the Roman influence.

· Imagine you are Salvius and have been in Britain for six months. Write your first report to the Emperor, selecting topics you think he will find interesting.  Possibilities include: the British way of life and attitude to the Romans, agriculture and industries useful to the Romans, the morale of Roman officials and their families sent to the province on duty.
PROJECT:  Stage 15 & 16:  MOSAIC
1. Research Roman mosiacs and create a mosaic similar to the ones found in ancient Rome or its provinces, e.g. Britannia. (see handout at www.magistrahayes.com)

Second 6 Weeks

PORTFOLIO:  Stage 17 & 18
1. Include your best translation from this stage with a brief analysis of why you think this was the best work you did during this stage. (10 points)

2. Include your worst translation from this stage with a brief analysis of why you think this was the poorest work you did during this stage. (10 points)

3. Writing Assignment-(must be typed) (80 points)

Choose one of the following:
· Imagine you are the Roman governor of Alexandria, personally accountable to the Emperor.  Write to the emperor explaining the causes of the riot and reporting on the steps you are taking to prevent a recurrence.

· Study the illustrations of different glassmaking techniques.  Find modern examples (e.g. bottles made from two halves of the mold join to each other and to the base, millefiori paperweights, cut glass in tumblers, jugs, bowls, etc.)  Make a slide show including ancient and modern examples of glassware, including the techniques used to create them. Please cite your sources on the last slide!

You might consider:  Aachen in Germany, Aix-les-Bains in southeastern France, the original Spa in Belgium (all of which were colonized by the Romans), the Shrine of Our Lady of Lourdes in France, where the sick still come to drink glasses of healing water, or ancient Thermopylae in Greece, where Herakles supposedly bathed.
