Individual Contest Rules

1. Art
a. No names are to appear on the entries.  All contestants will be given a form and number by which to designate their entries (at the registration table), and will be registered under the student’s TSJCL school and student ID code.
b. All entries must have ea classical theme.  This is defined as a Greek/Roman classical mythology or historical theme.

c. Entries must not exactly reproduce a published work of art.  The only possible exception is the models category, but only due to the nature of that particular category.

d. Exact reproductions, except as previously stated above, will be disqualified from the competition.

e. Art contest entries will be brought to the convention.  Entries may not be picked up until after the time designated in the convention program.  TSJCL assumes no responsibility for the artwork not picked up at the end of the convention.

f. Art entries may be accompanied by a 3” x 5” index card which:

i. Explains the Classical theme.

ii. Calls the judge’s attention to anything the contestant feels is noteworthy.

g. All 2-D art must have sturdy backing/stiff mating.

h. Catagories

i. Watercolor or pastels

1. Entries must be stiff-matted.  No frames are allowed.

ii. Monochromatic Drawing

1. Media: pencil, charcoal, or ink

2. Entries must be stiff-matted.  No frames are allowed.

iii. Polychromatic Drawing

1. Media: Colored pencils or ink

2. Entries must be stiff-matted.  No frames are allowed.

iv. Oil or Acrylic

1. Entries must be stiff-matted.  No frames are allowed.

v. Mosaics

1. Suggested media: sequins, colored glass, beads, etc.

2. No kits may be used.

vi. Mixed Media

1. 2-D art will be placed in this category if it combines two or more media.

vii. Sculpture

1. Should be handmade only, no molds.

2. Gnereally a single medium, starting with one piece and modifying it to form a representation of a living entity.

viii. Pottery

1. Should be a container (vase, jar, urn, etc.)

ix. Models

1. Should be actual three-dimensional representation or an objkect, not a flat picture, and may be any size. (a reproduction of a building, chain mail, etc.)

2. No kits may be used.

3. Generally a representation of an inanimate object.

x. Electronic Artwork

1. Contest entries in this category include images created or enhanced by any electronic device that manipulates or enhances imagines and is not a component of a digital camera.

2. Entries must be stiff-mated.  No frames are allowed.

3. Entries must be 4” x 6” to 8” x 11” in size.

xi. Miscellaneous (One entry per school is permitted.)

2. Prejudged Contests
All entries in the written contests must be accompanied by an envelope containing an index card which states the contestant’s name, school, city, and student’s ID# (School code + three digits).  The envelope must be attached to the entry and the contestant’s name should not appear anywhere on the paper.  These contests will be judged before the beginning of the convention.  It is mandatory that 3 copies of the entry be sent.
